Faiche Stiabhna agus Colaiste Rioga na Mainlea in Eirinn

Ba lonnaithe i bhFaiche Stiabhna, pairc dhronuilleogach a chlidaionn
beagnach 20 acra agus ata suite mile 6 dheas 6 Ard-Oifig an Phoist agus
gar do Jacob'’s, a bhi an Ceannfort Michael Mallin agus a leascheannasai, an
Chuntaois Markievicz. Bhi thart ar 400 ball in Arm Cathartha na hEireann
ag an am; meastar go raibh 200-250 acu pairteach san Eiri Amach, agus go
raibh a bhformhor faoi threoir Mallin i gceantar Fhaiche Stiabhna. Ba le
Sean Connolly i Halla na Cathrach a bhi na daoine nach raibh le Mallin.

D’éirigh le Mallin a chumhacht a neartu, chuir sé fir ar post i gcuid de na
tithe a raibh radharc ar Fhaiche Stiabhna acu agus d’ordaigh sé go ndéanfai
trinsi a thochailt ionas go gcuirfi bac ar na bealai isteach chuig an bhfaiche.
Chuir sé grupai chomh fada le staisitn iarnréid Shraid Fhearchair, teach
tabhairne J. & T. Davy ag an acomhal idir Srdid Richmond Theas agus

Meal Charlemont, agus tithe ag droichead Shraid Liosain. Ba ghearr gur
l&ir go raibh Faiche Stiabhna i baol, mar go raibh radharc air 6 Ostan an
Shelbourne agus roinnt foirgneamh ard eile nach raibh forghafa ag forsai
Mallin.

Bhi taithi mhileata ag Mallin sa mhéid is go raibh 14 bliain caite aige in
Arm na Breataine, agus i rith an ama sin rinne sé seirbhis mar oifigeach
neamhchoimisitnaithe (NCO) ar feadh tamaill. De réir dealraimh, nuair
aroghnaiodh Faiche Stiabhna mar shuiomh, bhiothas ag suil go mbeadh
déthain fear ann chun Ostan an Shelbourne a ghabhail mar aon leis na
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foirgnimh arda eile ar fad, ach ni raibh. Thosaigh Arm na Breataine ar
inneallghunnai a scaoileadh é6n Shelbourne i dtreo na Faiche go deireanach
ar an Luan, agus da bharr sin rinne Mallin an chuid is mo den ait a thréigean
ar an Mairt.

Ansin chuir formhér na bhférsai de chuid Arm Cathartha na hEireann
garastun i gColdiste Rioga na Mainled in Eirinn go direach ar an taobh thiar
d’Fhaiche Stiabhna. O tharla gur dirithe ar Ard-Oifig an Phoist agus ar na
Ceithre Cuirteanna a bhi an Ginearal Lowe, ni raibh rél larnach ag garastun
Cholaiste Rioga na Mainled in Eirinn sna himeachtai go dti gur tugadh an
t-ordu doéibh ar an Domhnach ina dhiaidh sin gur choir doéibh géilleadh.

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J.&T. Davy's (now ‘Portobello’) public house at the junction of South Richmond Street and

Charlemont Mall. Mallin sent a small party of ICA under Sergeant Joe Doyle to occupy and
delay the advance of troops from Portobello Barracks (now Cathal Brugha Barracks) some
hundreds of yards across the Grand Canal to the south. Doyle and his men were dislodged

later that day. (Dublin and the “Sinn Féin” Rising, Wilson Hartnell & Co., 1916).
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The Royal College of Surgeons overlooked St Stephen’s Green from the west. (Album 254).
