Ceantar straitéiseach ab ea é seo toisc go
ndeachaigh an priomhbhealach idir na bheairici mileata go dtiiarthar na
cathrach agus Ard-Oifig an Phoist thar a bhraid. Cé go mbiodh 400 duine
ina chathlan de ghnath, nior thainig amach an 14 sin ach 150, ach d’fhas na
lionta thar an gcéad chupla 14 eile de réir mar a scaipeadh an scéal faoin Eiri
Amach. Bhi an ceanncheathru ag an mbealach isteach chuig Aontas Bhaile
Atha Cliath Thuaidh (Ospidéal Naomh Labhrais ) ar Shraid Brunswick (6
thuaidh 6n gceantar a léiritear ar an léarscail).

Bhi an 10 Cathlan pairteach sa chuid ba fhiochmhaire den troid san Eiri
Amach. Tharla an chéad scirmis trathnéna Dé Luain nuair a fuair na
hOglaigh sna Ceithre Cuirteanna an Idmh in uachtar ar phairti Lannairi
(marcra) a bhi i gcoimhdeacht leoraithe a bhi [6dailte le hairm. Ar an
gCéadaoin, ghabhail na hOglaigh seilbh ar dha shuiomh de chuid na
naimhde sa cheantar, an Bridewell a bhi i seilbh na bpdilini agus Beairic
Linenhall, a bhii seilbh cléireach airm gan arm.

Faoin Déardaoin bhi an ceantar scoilte le line chosanta ag reisiminti
South Stafordshire agus Sherwood Forest. Thosaigh troid fhiochmhair, go
hairithe i gceantar Shraid an Ri Thuaidh, ait ar dhinmharaigh saighdiuiri
