¢ Maurice Collis and Louise Collis Papers

Papers of Maurice Collis (1889-1973), relating mostly to his service as an administrator
in Burma between 1911 and 1934. The collection includes manuscripts, diaries,
photographs, correspondence, artworks, books, and artefacts, as well as materials
relating to his later career as an art critic and art historian. Also included are the papers of
his daughter Louise Collis (1925-2018) who was a published author and art critic. She
edited a significant section of his diaries covering the years 1949-1969 and wrote a
biography of Dame Ethel Mary Smyth (1858-1944) the English composer and member of
the women's suffrage movement. In 47 archive boxes.

e An Post Archive, 1777-2003
Papers of the Post Office including ephemera, administrative documents, manuscripts,
photographs relating to the administration of the post service in Ireland. In 30 boxes.

o Kieran Rose Papers, 1980-2006

Papers relating to Kieran Rose’s career as an LGBTQ+ advocate and campaigner for
LGBTQ+ rights and marriage equality, including material relating to Gay and Lesbian
Equality Network (GLEN) and resources relating to his work as Commissioner of the Irish
Human Rights and Equality Commission (IHREC). In 8 boxes.

Theatre

e P. J. Bourke theatre collection, 1880s-1960s

Collection relates to the Irish theatre and the family business of P.J. Bourke Theatrical
Costumiers of 26 Nelson Street, and, later, 64 Dame Street, Dublin. Includes drawings,
theatre programmes, business records, photographs, posters, and magazines. In 12
boxes.

e Nora Lever Papers, 1951-1900

Collection consists of typescripts of playscripts by various authors with a strong
representation of women playwrights, and correspondence. Nora Lever founded 37
Theatre Club with Barry Cassin to produce experimental work. After venue closed, she
continued working as an actor and freelance producer. She taught speech and drama at
the Royal Irish Academy of Music, and a life-long campaigner for animal welfare. In 4
boxes.

e Sylvia Lynd and Robert Lynd Papers

Literary and personal papers of Sylvia Lynd (née Dryhurst) and Robert Lynd. Sylvia Lynd
was a member of Inghinidhe na hEireann and edited the first issue of 'Bean na hEireann'.



She worked as a publisher's reader for John Lane at the Bodley Head. She married Robert
Wilson Lynd in 1909. He was the literary editor for the 'Daily News' in 1912, and a
columnist for 'The New Statesman'. James Joyce and Nora Barnacle had their wedding
lunch at the Lynd's house in 1931. In 4 boxes.

e Grania Weir Inchiquin papers, 1723-2019

Papers relating to the Inchquin family and Dromoland Castle, including correspondence,
diaries, financial papers, legal papers, recipe book, personal papers, research notes, and
other papers of Grania Weir with some material by her husband, Hugh Weir. In 10 boxes.

e Waldron Papers
Papers of Hubert Kelly Waldron of Drumsna, Co. Leitrim, and Ashfort House, Co.
Roscommon, and other family members, 1800-1890. In 22 boxes.
